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Workshop spaces available to rent

Still @ the centre has two spaces available to rent for workshops, classes, seminars and other events.

The Studio, a large workshop space (130m2), is bright and spacious with a painted floor.

The Gallery, is just that, our gallery space which can be used for shorter and smaller events - it can seat 60 
theater style. This is available during the centre’s normal business hours only.

Tables and chairs are available. Easels, art material trolleys, stools and tarps are available for art workshop 
use. There is also a CD player, a fridge, an urn/kettle and mugs.

In addition to the Still @ the centre art classes and workshops, other events and workshops already held 
include Art Workshops Australia’s masterclasses, Byron Writers Festival presentations and workshops, ACE 
classes incl Zom Osborne’s ‘Creativity will Change your Life’, Shearwater Steiner School’s ‘Gifted’ art auc-
tion, John Barter’s ‘Mindfulness Mediation’, Isaac’s satsang, Meike’s women’s group, yoga classes, Cape Byron 
Steiner art exhibition and Amatori choir & orchestra rehearsals.

A $100 bond is also payable – this 
will be refunded in full provided the key is returned in a timely manner and provided renters tidy up, return 
equipment to its appropriate storage space, clean all spills and leave the workshop space in its original condi-
tion (tarps aare available for use for messier workshops).  Replacements for breakages, missing equipment, or 
damage requiring repair will be paid for from the bond or invoiced to the hirer if greater than the bond.

Individuals, or the representative of organisations renting the space, accept full responsibility for running their 
workshop, collecting student fees and looking after students’ welfare.

All the facilities of Still @ the centre will be available to workshop participants during normal business hours 
including photocopying and digital printing at standard charges. Coffee & tea are also available in the cen-
tre during breaks but you are welcome to organise your own tea breaks using the kitchen facilities provided.  
Nearby cafés, shops and supermarket open 7 days are in easy walking distance for lunch or other supplies.
