Still @ the centre has two spaces available to rent for workshops, classes, seminars and other similar events.

“Sand”, the small space (40m?) situated upstairs above the centre, is light and airy, part carpet and part wood-
en floor with a kitchen/wet area. A vinyl floor covering protects the carpet for art and craft workshops.

“Sea”, the large workshop space (130m?), is bright and spacious with a painted floor.

Tables and chairs are available. Easels, art material trolleys, stools and tarps are available for art workshop
use. There is also a CD player, a fridge and tea making facilities including an urn/kettle and mugs.
